allotment or Purchase applying First in First out basis —
0.50% of Applicable Net Asset Value.

For redemption after 6 months from the date of allotment Nil
or Purchase applying First in First out basis — Nil

A switch-out or a withdrawal under SWP or a transfer under STP may also attract an Exit
Load/CDSC like any Redemption. No Exit Load/CDSC will be chargeable in case of switches made
between different options of the Scheme.

No Exit Load will be chargeable in case of (i) Units allotted on account of dividend reinvestments;
and (ii) Units issued by way of bonus, if any.

This addendum shall form an integral part of the Combined Key Information Memorandum.
